Term Descriptor – P2-P4 Term 1
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Language and Literacy 
We have started our year by revising some key sounds, and building on this to make sure we can read and write with as many sounds as possible. There will be opportunities to explore our learning through play across the curriculum.  Reading books are still going home weekly and children are encouraged to read daily at home.
We enjoy writing a diary every week and exploring writing for other purposes, such as creating posters for our topic - Our Planet. This term we will be focussing on writing recount pieces which tells the reader what happened using descriptive sentences. We are also working on our digital literacy skills alongside our computer science skills through coding. The children have shown great enthusiam partaking in these sessions. 




Numeracy & Mathematics
This term we will be learning about place value, and how we can break numbers up into hundreds, tens and ones to make them easier to work with. We will progress from this to adding and subtracting, using loose parts to help us understand more complex ideas. 
Children will also learn about time. We will learn how to read o'clock, half and quarter past on analogue and digital clocks, and we will also explore how long things take by estimating and measuring with a stopwatch.



This term we will be focussing on learning more about Planet Earth. We will be learning about the different layers which make up Earth, different environments across the globe and how we can be more sustainable to help look after our planet in relation to climate change. We chose this topic as a whole class and we are very excited to extend our learning. 


French
This term we will be working on our French greetings and numbers. We are also very lucky to be working alongside a pupil from Whitburn Academy as they complete an exchange trip to live in France for 6 months. The children are very enthusiastic learners who have impressed me with their ability to speak French, Spanish and sign language.
Music
The children continue to work really hard with Mrs Keenan to focus on learning the Ocarina and learn to read rhymes.



















Health and Wellbeing
This term we will be focussing on our feelings and emotions. We will be exploring how we can help ourselves and others when experiencing different emotions. We have been reading "The Colour Monster" and partaking in activities related to this book to help us understand the different ways we can feel emotions. 
We are using the eight wellbeing indicators to help us think about our rights and assess our own wellbeing. 




P.E
PE days: Monday and Thursday.
We are developing our skill in running, hopping and jumping with lots of fun games and activities. We are playing a variety of playground games, and will be learning skills such as cooperation, moving safely, learning rules, and increasing our agility and fitness.

-Children will bring a reading book home every Monday. This should be kept home until Thursday, and read with your child 2-3 times over the week. It will then be quarantined in school before any other child has access to it.
